SADELLE & SID SIEGEL

No one loved Las Vegas more than Sid Siegel.
Over a span of 30 years, he traveled across the
country more than 500 times from his home
in Florida to visit this desert playground of
amazing restaurants, fabulous hotels and world-
class casinos and entertainment.

Sid’s passion
was craps and he would proudly say, “Craps is
my hobby. Some people play tennis. Other people
play golf. Me, I like to shoot craps”.

Sid was recognized and respected by almost
everyone in Vegas. He was known for his kind
heart, sense of humor and most of all, for his love
for gaming. Sid and Sadelle were so adored in Las
Vegas that on their 50th wedding anniversary,
Bill Briare, the mayor of Las Vegas at the time,

Sid loved the
casinos and the hotels but most of all, he loved
the dining. He was known for his exacting
standards, especially when it came to soup.
